Thank you so very much for responding to my letter supporting H.R. 6528, The Health Insurance Coverage Protection Act.
The Health Insurance Coverage Protection Act, which would change the lifetime caps, was re-introduced by the House and Senate on Friday, February 13, 2009. In the Senate, the new number is S. 442, which was introduced by Senators Dorgan and Snowe, so it is bipartisan. In the House, the new number is H.R. 1085, which was introduced by Representatives Eshoo, Langevin, Sutton, Altimire and Kildee.  
This bill is identical to the Senate bill (S. 2706) that was introduced by Senator Byron Dorgan in March during NHF's Washington Days. 

H.R. 6528:

· Sets the minimum level of a lifetime cap placed on a group health plan at $5 million for the first two years and $10 million in years three and four.

· Provides for an annual inflationary adjustment to a group insurance plan's lifetime cap based on the consumer price index in subsequent years.

· Exempts health plans offered to businesses with fewer than 20 employees, but would require that health plans meeting the parameters of the bill be offered to a small business at the employer's request.

· Calls for an Institute of Medicine Study to determine the number of individuals who reach their lifetime caps.
